Findings of the survey showed that there is no functional policy to address the rights of PWDs, and persons with disabilities are not even aware of the existing, non-functional one. Most of the respondents were aware of the link between poverty and disability, and agreed that persons with disabilities are not empowered to enhance their livelihood. Some of the factors that make PWDs more vulnerable to HIV & AIDS, as mentioned by the respondents, include poverty, lack of sex education, inaccessible HIV prevention programmes, negative attitudes of the society and family members to disabilities, sexual abuse, “virgin cleansing” myth, serial partners and low literacy level.

The participants were asking for policies that will make men take economic responsibilities of their children. They were also of the opinion that adapted education for women with disabilities will make them more economically independent and be able to resist falling into the hands of such men.
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	39. Situation analysis on HIV/AIDS and disability in the Kingdom of Lesotho

	Mojalefa, Zacharia Ntlatlapa

	This paper examines the links between HIV/AIDS and disability in the Kingdom of Lesotho. Its purpose is to give a better understanding on the current situation of disability and HIV/AIDS in Lesotho in relation to policies, strategies, stakeholders, existing research, tools, and resources, main risks of vulnerability of persons with disabilities (PWDs) and attitudes. It presents the country’s general profiles, as well as HIV situation and disability situation in Lesotho. 

It made use of FGDs and in depth interviews to elicit information from PWDs, parents, caregivers and stakeholders; and in depth interviews only for data collection among service providers. Participants of both sexes, aged 18-60 years, were drawn across all disability groups: vision, speech and hearing, intellectual and mobility-related. FGDs were restricted to PWDs in the age group 17-35 years. The study findings indicated that there were no available research on HIV/AIDS and disability in Lesotho. PWDs were identified to be more vulnerable to HIV infection due to low literacy levels, social exclusion, sexual abuse, inaccessible HIV education, poverty, discrimination and institutionalisation. Those with speech and hearing impaired were observed to be more vulnerable. However, this study found a high level of HIV awareness and knowledge among the sample, including those with intellectual disability. The visually impaired demonstrated the least knowledge despite being more literate than other PWDs in Lesotho. This can be attributed to inaccessible formats of HIV education. Cases of HIV seropositivity were evident among PWDs in this study. Generally, HIV/AIDS programmers in the country demonstrated very low level of disability issues which is one of the challenges identified for lack of outreaches targeting PWDs. Financial constraint was also identified, as donors seldom target PWDs. Peer education and community-based interventions for the hard-to-reach groups were identified as strategies that could be used to reach PWDs with HIV education in Lesotho. Recommendations included sensitising the community, its leaders and HIV/AIDS service providers to the vulnerabilities and rights and needs of PWDs to HIV-related services.

But less attention is often given to their sexuality by paediatricians due to their complex medical and functional issues which are time-consuming. This report discusses issues of puberty, contraception, psychosexual development, sexual abuse, and sexuality education of children and adolescents with developmental disabilities. The roles of paediatricians in facilitating their psychosexual development, as well as challenges that usually make such difficult are highlighted. Paediatricians, in the context of the medical home, are encouraged to discuss issues of sexuality on a regular basis, ensure privacy of each child/adolescent, promote self-care and social independence among persons with disabilities, advocate for appropriate sexuality education, and provide ongoing education to children and adolescent with developmental disabilities and their families.
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	42. Effective HIV/AIDS and reproductive health information to people with disabilities

	Munthali, Alister; Mvula, Peter; & Ali, Sandra 

	The document is a report of a study on HIV/AIDS and reproductive health awareness of persons with disabilities (PWDs) in Malawi. It was conducted in 5 districts to represent the cultural diversity of Malawi. The study explored the sexual and reproductive health needs of PWDs, their perceptions about HIV and the best ways HIV/AIDS information can be made available to them. Both qualitative and quantitative methods of data collection were made use of. Household questionnaire was used to gather information from PWDs and FGDs were also conducted among both PWDs and able-bodied individuals in the communities. The sample was mainly persons with physical disabilities, with some who also had speech, hearing and visual disabilities. Findings showed that most of the participants had access to radio, while those with hearing-related disability didn’t have this opportunity. Most of them were sexually experienced, with a history of forced sex in 17% of them. General HIV knowledge was high. However, misconceptions existed regarding the difference between HIV and AIDS, modes of transmission. Perceived risk of HIV infection was also low. Factors that contribute to vulnerability of this group of individuals to HIV infection such as inaccessible HIV-related services, cultural practices, myths, risky sexual practices and history of STIs were also reported. Recommendations were made to researchers, stakeholders, HIV/AIDS and disability activists regarding strategies to reduce exposures of PWDs to HIV infection.

	This conference report gives a general overview of HIV/AIDS and disability. It reports on the group discussions that took place during the conference on different types of disability and HIV/AIDS, demonstrating that the specific problem is the lack of access to information especially for visually impaired and hearing impaired people. 	This rapid assessment assesses the vulnerability, impact and coping mechanisms of disabled people on HIV and AIDS, and suggests strategies for developing an HIV and AIDS program for disabled people’s organizations (DPOs). The study used participatory methodologies of inquiry. Disabled people perceive themselves to be at higher risk of HIV infection due to their disability, regardless of the awareness levels. Furthermore, disabled people’s social exclusion from the mainstream HIV/AIDS services makes the situation worse. The study revealed that the many myths and misconceptions around HIV and disability increase the vulnerability of the disabled people to HIV/AIDS, for example the belief that sex with a disabled person cleanses a person of HIV/AIDS. It also revealed that there was limited access to HIV/AIDS information and utilization of HIV/AIDS services by people with disabilities, mainly because of the nature of their disability, location of the facilities and attitudes of the service providers. In conclusion, the study revealed that disabled people are at a higher risk of infection by STIs and HIV/AIDS due to their exclusion from mainstream HIV interventions. A situation that is further exacerbated by lack of policy framework on disability and HIV and AIDS.

The intervention group differed from the control group in their knowledge of the cause, modes of transmission and prevention of HIV, but not in perceived susceptibility to HIV infection
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	49. Needs, barriers and concerns regarding HIV prevention among South Africans with visual impairments: A key informant study

	Phillander, John H. & Swartz, Leslie

	The study aims to provide baseline data for the design, implementation and evaluation of HIV prevention intervention for adolescents with visual impairments in South Africa. It adopted a key informant interview method to collect data from 15 experienced individuals working in organizations and other service providers in the field of visual impairment. Most (80%) of the participants have visual impairments, with age range 22-62 years and mean age of 45 years. They were drawn from 11 organisations representing 3 provinces. Results of the study indicated that almost all the participants believed that persons with visual impairment are at greater risk of HIV infections. Reasons adduced to this are social exclusion, lack of social skills due to overprotection, sexual relationships among the close-knit group of persons with visual impairments, limited choice of sexual partners, greater tendency to “touch and feel” as a means of obtaining sensory information, lack of control over their lives, poverty, low self-esteem, inaccessible HIV prevention methods/information. Factors identified as barriers to HIV prevention in visually impaired people include overdependence on support organizations for help (which is a reflection of the ingrained charity approach to disability issues) and sexual abuse as a result of “virgin cleansing”.  More than half of the participants would prefer tailored HIV prevention programmes, the content of which should include: social skills (communication and assertiveness); enhancement of self-esteem; condom use skills; appropriate sexual behaviour; and strategies for personal growth.
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	50. Sexual self-esteem and body image of South African spinal cord injured adolescents

	Potgieter, Cheryl-Ann & Khan, Gadija

	The study is the first of its kind in South Africa, and aimed to explore the impact of spinal injury on self-esteem and body image of adolescents. It utilised questionnaire (for biographical information) and in-depth interview with a vignette to facilitate discussion on sexuality issues. Findings of the study showed that while the sample was interested in sex and sexually expressive, the negative societal constructs and standards of “beauty” made them uncertain of their ability to secure and sustain a sexual relationship with both able-bodied and disabled partners. Suggestions were made on facilitating integration of body image, learning sexual expression and communication and mastering skills to resist stigmatization. In addition, the roles of education and information, as well as social network in addressing marginalisation were emphasised. The authors also gave recommendations on dealing with negative social constructions, improved sexuality contents of rehabilitation programmes, tailored sexuality education for adolescents with physical disabilities, and dissemination of positive research dispelling the myths associated with sexuality of adolescents with spinal injury.
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	51. Preliminary findings from the national HIV and disability survey

	Rohleder, Poul; Swartz, Leslie; & Schneider, Marguerite 

	The research documents findings of a national survey on HIV and disability in South Africa. Survey was sent by post or email to disability organizations and special education schools working with people with all categories of disabilities. Findings revealed that persons with disabilities (PWDs) were perceived to be at high risk of HIV infection, and many of the organizations and schools that participated in the survey were involved in HIV/AIDS education of PWDs .  However, such were reported to be very elementary and less frequent. In addition, PWDs were identified as being excluded from the general HIV campaigns. The authors concluded that there is a need for prevalence study and evaluation of current programmes, and also identified sexual abuse as a major issue that needs further attention.
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	52. Sexual harassment in school: an invisible issue for girls and young women with disabilities

	This is a concise document that reviewed sexual harassment of girls and young women with disabilities in the school setting. 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	65. Double burden: a situation analysis of HIV/AIDS and young people with disabilities in Rwanda and Uganda

	The research aimed to explore knowledge of HIV transmission and prevention among young people (11-18 years) with disabilities in Rwands and Uganda, identify factors that may increase their vulnerabilities to HIV infection and/or inappropriate management of HIV/AIDS programmes in those countries. The participants were young people with disabilities, their able-bodied peers, parents and key stakeholders, and drawn from rural, urban and semi-urban communities. This study utilised FGDs and key informant interviews to obtain general information on HIV/AIDS, personal risk, child-centred information, and disability & HIV/AIDS. The research findings showed that young people with disabilities were more vulnerable to HIV infection due to marginalisation, discrimination, illiteracy, and poverty. Nine major factors that influenced young people with disabilities’ knowledge and awareness of HIV issues were identified. In addition, implications of the study findings at both programme and policy levels were outlined; and recommendations regarding integration of persons with disabilities into HIV programmes, inclusive policies, and the role of research in promoting disability-friendly HIV services were suggested.
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	66. Knowledge, personal risk and experiences of HIV/AIDS among people with disabilities in Swaziland

	The study aimed to explore whether young adults with disabilities and able-bodied individuals in Swaziland perceive HIV/AIDS similarly or not. It was a qualitative study consisting of 8 FGDs (equally distributed between both groups). Participants’ knowledge of HIV/AIDS, personal risk and experiences of health-seeking practices were explored during the discussions. Results indicated that respondents with disabilities demonstrated lower level of HIV/AIDS knowledge and modes of transmission than their able-bodied counterparts due to limited access to such information. Furthermore, women with disabilities experienced more incidences of sexual abuse and exploitation, which was attributed to the belief by non-disabled men that they are free of HIV. Further research is recommended to address the specific needs of persons with disabilities. 
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	RAISA is a four-year VSO initiative seeking to strengthen the response to the HIV & AIDS pandemic in Southern Africa. It aims to join forces with government institutions and civil society organisations to provide effective prevention, treatment, care and advocacy for people affected by HIV & AIDS, and to mitigate the personal, social and economic impact of the pandemic. Partnerships lie at the heart of all of VSO and RAISA's work, and the essence of RAISA is to provide in-country partners with building blocks which strengthen their capacity to develop their multi-sectoral programmes and to increase their impact. RAISA focuses on marginalised groups - particularly people living with HIV and/or AIDS, women, children, and youth. By working with local partners, it aims to: 1)provide volunteer development workers to build capacity of civil society, NGOs, and governments to address HIV & AIDS. This includes providing technical assistance in areas such as organisational development, management skills training, fundraising, and marketing. 2) Provide health professionals in health education, sexual and reproductive health, clinical treatment, and psychosocial care to support the health sector in responding to the pandemic. 3) Mainstream HIV & AIDS into VSO's work in rural and urban development, education, health, business and social development. To facilitate this, we provide on-going support such as training programmes, small grants, and resources to volunteer development workers and their colleagues. 4) Increase political commitment, combat stigma and discrimination, and improve national and regional responses to the AIDS pandemic by supporting the advocacy and policy work of civil society, NGOs, and governments. 5) Document "best practice" and lessons learned regionally through information sharing, sectoral workshops, and exchange visits., RAISA is alos increasing the work that its volunteers do with disabled people, for example it helped organise a workshop on disability and HIV/AIDS in Namibia for organisations of disabled people. It was also involved in the HIV/AIDS video for deaf youth in Ghana, RAISA also produces a newsletter that documents the diffferent porjects that it is involved in
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
